context = the interrelated conditions in which 
something exists or occurs.

- Depending on the person / group - the way 
you communicate the Gospel matters.

“The gospel must be contextualized in a way that is 
accessible to the culture and faithful to the 
scriptures, God's people must continually review 
their presentation of the gospel to ensure that the 
form in which they present it is the most effective 
one.”
